



     Jenkins Churches 


In the very early years Jenkins did not have an official church as such. Sunday School Classes were held in the Town Hall which at that time was located above the Saloon. After the first School was built, Sunday School Classes were held in one of the schools rooms. One of the early teachers was Mrs. Vince Warrick. There have been a number of church buildings in Jenkins. 

Church of God


One of the first Churches built was a log building that was originally located where the A. J. Portner home is located today. The Church was built by the members of the Church of God. This Church has the distinction of only having one wedding performed in the Church. That wedding was of Earl and Lois Schultze. Earl Shultze became the Pastor of the Church Of God almost 50 years later. 

This log Church was later sold to Dwight Curo who moved it to it’s present location (now Underdogs ). The building was used as a store for a short time and later became the Municipal Liquor store. After the City went out of the bar business, the building was the home of Ozzie’s Fish Shop, a number of bar and grills, a sports bar and many others. The building is now the home of Underdogs, a bar and grill.


Although the building has been added too and remodeled a number of times, it still remains much as it was a hundred years ago. The building is also one of a very few original buildings that have survived from the very early days of Jenkins.  

Evangelical Church


Mr. Weslely Curo gave a number of lots to the Village of Jenkins to be used for the construction of a church. In 1908 a wood framed Church was built and named the Evangelical Church. This Church later became the Union Church. Over the years the Church has been host to many denominations and Ministers. For a long time Leo Walton took care of the church. 


The church still stands today and appears much as it did back in 1908. It is one of the last remaining original Jenkins Buildings that still exist. Unfortunately it fate too is sealed. The church has been sold and will in the near future be torn down and replaced by a house.
